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Between 2011 and 2019 the number of international travelers to Japan
increased from less than 10 million to around 30 million people. Between
2019 and 2021 the number of travelers dropped down to almost zero due
to the COVID-19 pandemic. In 2022 the number of travelers began to rise
as the pandemic was brought under control. In 2023 the number of
travelers rose again. Given the low yen and the popularity of Japan as a
tourist destination, I think that the number of travelers to Japan is likely
to continue to increase and then stay at around 2019 levels for the next
decade.
